The 2025 Haut-Bailly was picked between
September 4 and 22 at 26.6 hl/ha, raised in 50% new
oak. Similar to elsewhere this year, I found a distinct
difference between the Grand and Deuxiéme Vins,
this possessing greater delineation and complexity.
A mixture of brambly red fruit, briar, a touch of
cassis and orange rind that is beautifully delineated.
The palate is exquisite: very fine tannins, tangible

The texture is supremely
supple, carrying a quiet power to soothe, slowly
nourishing the senses; even the most guarded spirit
finds itself opening, surrendering to a fleeting
moment of softness and peace. The familiar ink-like
character, in 2025, transforms into a trace of
bamboo-salt salinity, fine and persistent, leaving a
pure and far-reaching return on the palate.

While this is not the most powerful vintage of Haut
Bailly, it could be the most elegant. With just a
few years in the cellar, it will be gorgeous to savor
for at least two to three decades of evolution with
pleasure. The key to the vintage was the hot, dry
summet, paired with the late August rains. The wine
blends 55% Cabernet Sauvignon, 36% Metlot, 5%
Cabernet Franc, and 4% Petit Verdot. 13.5% ABV.
pH 3.67. The hatvest took place from September 4
to September 22. Yields were quite low at 26
hectoliters per hectare. 3% press wine. Drink from
2030-2060.

Owned by the American Wilmers family since 1998,
this famous estate, recognised in the 19th century as
the equal of the first growhs, is now run by
Véronique Sanders, the grand daughter of the
previous owner. The wine-making is in the highly
capable hands of technical director Gabriel Vialard
who benefits from the new winety built in 2021.
Haut Bailly had one of the lowest rainfalls in the run
up to the harvest but the vines suffered little from
water stress and gave a small (26 hl/ha) but petfectly
ripe and healthy crop. Harvested from 4th to 22nd
September, the 2025 grand vin is fresh and vibrant
with remarkable purity of fruit and an impressive,
close-knit texture. Restrained and harmonious, it
builds in the mouth to magnificent finish. Classic
Graves and one of the wines of the vintage. Drink
2035-2050.
